"Integrated Pest Management (IPM) is a decision -making process that 
anticipates and prevents pest activity and infestation by combining several 
strategies to achieve long -term solutions. Components of an IPM program 
may include education, proper waste management, structural repair, 
maintenance, biological and mechanical control techniques, and pesticide 
application."

IPM Steps 
Inspection
Identify Pests and Conducive Conditions
Prevention
Consultation
Sanitation, Exclusion and, if necessary, Pesticide Application
Evaluation
Monitoring
