Regina & Saskatoon subject to “Buy American” Procurement Clause

In Saskatchewan, only the cities of Regina and Saskatoon will be subject to the short-term (in force until September 30, 2011) requirements to open procurement to cross-border bidding.  This requirement applies to all construction-related projects valued at $8.5 Million and above.  All other Saskatchewan municipalities are exempted from this requirement.
