The Ministry of Health has updated H1N1 information on its website. The Flu Decision Chart  is available to help people decide what actions to take, depending on symptoms. Also helpful is the item How to Differentiate between Cold, Allergy & Flu. 
 

Also, Saskatchewan's HealthLine has a dedicated line and non-nursing personnel to provide basic information such as flu clinic locations and eligibility for vaccinations (1-877-800-0002). As more vaccine becomes available, vaccinations will be extended to prioritized high-risk groups, based on epidemiology and vaccine availability, and then the general public. The public will be notified by radio and newspaper ads and through HealthLine.
